Kinesthetic Assessment:  Math Graphing 

To determine whether or not students have an understanding of how to plot points on a coordinate plane, the teacher can use this formative assessment.  
1. A coordinate plane is created on the classroom floor or other large are and the x and y axis are labeled.  The plane can contain four quadrants or just one, depending on the level of the students.

2. Students are seated around the outside of the grid on the floor.  
3. A student draws a card containing a pair of coordinates and must decide where on the grid to stand.  Once the student has determined where to stand, he/she must explain how he/she arrived at that position.  If the student has moved to an incorrect position, he/she may call on a partner to help figure out where to relocate.
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The teacher can gain some important information about the students as they participate in this activity.  As students locate themselves on the grid, the teacher can assess their ability to plot the points.  More importantly, as students explain how they located their spot, the teacher gets an insight into the depth of understanding the student possesses
