Index Card Summaries

Option 1: Students predict the topic of tomorrow’s lesson – be sure to refer to the predictions the next day as either an opener or in closure.
Option 2: Students are given an index card and they write a postcard to their parents explaining the day’s lesson.
Option 3: Students are given an index card and required to state the lesson’s objective and if they feel that objective was met. Credit given for participating.
Option 4: Students write to an absent student and explain how to …….. on an index card.
Option 5: On an index card student respond to a specific question posed by the teacher at the end of the class.  Index cards are collected and reviewed. 
Option 6: Student must answer in writing questions or reflect in some way about the learning before being allowed to leave the room.
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
